The Orphan Project: presentation of project idea and content   
More and more people are aware that they are HIV positive and they use this knowledge to give AIDS a human face in the community.
Almost one adult in five (about 15% of the adult population) is HIV positive. More than a million people have been infected by the virus and will develop AIDS in the future. The number of orphans is growing. In 2007 it was estimated that almost one million children had lost their mother or both parents to the virus.
This situation means that families and the community are forced to increase their efforts to meet the needs of their children. At the same time we have seen how at difficult moments people can mobilise the necessary resources to deal with the adversities that threaten the life and unity of the community.
ADPP Mozambique supports the community. ADPP works to support individuals, groups and organisations fighting to stop the spread of HIV and to mitigate the consequences of the disease.
The idea of Hope Maputo is to support people living with HIV/AIDS to give them the chance to live longer and with less suffering. People living with HIV/AIDS must play an active part in solving their own problems. 

The project is for everyone - those who are infected or sick and those that want to help and support those who are affected by HIV/AIDS. The idea behind the Hope centres is to bring hope to many people who are in a desperate situation. The Maputo centre provides help and support to people in the districts of Boane and Matola and, at the same time, makes its contribution to stopping the spread of the disease.
The first Hope centre in the district of Boane was opened in April 2002 and was followed by another centre in the district of Matola, both in the province of Maputo. They both also received the support of the Ministry of Health. The ATS centre at Hope Maputo is a place where people can be tested for HIV and receive counselling and information about HIV/AIDS.
The Orphan Project
Part of the Hope programme is specifically dedicated to the protection of children affected by the consequences of the HIV/AIDS pandemic: the Orphan Project. 

The goal is to increase human, material and financial resources in order to improve the living conditions of children who have lost family members to the disease.
In addition to their need for food and shelter, what primarily threatens the welfare of orphans is the impossibility of receiving education, care and protection from an adult member of the family. If there is an adult who can take care of an orphaned child, very often he or she often cannot provide much more than a meal and a bed. 

To ensure healthcare, education and protection for thousands of affected children, the Orphan Project has identified four target groups: 
· the children themselves
· schools/teachers
· local leaders
· adults in the community
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
